They created an app that
delivered all that goodness to people who could use it.

Another app — Friendlts — might save parents' money when it comes to their teen's wardrobe. Mercer
Henderson recently created a potential solution to the problem "I have nothing to wear!" When she realised
some of her friends in fact have much larger wardrobes than others, she created an app where friends can
lend, borrow and give away clothes while simultaneously keeping track of who has what.

Thanks to the app FlightCar, customers can access all the features of the car-sharing service right from
their smartphone. FlightCar is a service that provides travellers with free airport parking by enabling them to
rent out their cars to other travellers, view scheduled trips and more. FlightCar members get free parking, a
car wash, and get paid if their car is rented out.

Last, but not least, the app Finish is a "to-do list for people who always put things off, "available for
the iPhone and iPad. You can define what Short Term and Mid Term periods mean to you, and when you set
the deadline for a task, Finish takes care of the rest. The duration for your task is automatically calculated,
and your to-dos are instantly placed in the proper period of time.
